
Holy Days of Obligation 

November 1 – Solemnity of All Saints’ - The day is dedicated to the saints of the Church, that is, all those who have 

attained heaven. This year it falls on Saturday, although not a day of obligation stamps will be given on Friday, October 

31 at 4:00pm and Saturday, November 1 at 8:00am and 12:00pm.   

December 8 – Solemnity of the Immaculate Conception – celebrates the solemn celebration of belief in the Immaculate 

Conception of the Virgin Mary, she was conceived without original sin. 

December 25 – Solemnity of the Nativity of Our Lord, Jesus Christ - feast of the Incarnation, the feast celebrating the 

birth of Jesus Christ, true God and true man, as a little baby in Bethlehem. 

January 1 – Solemnity of Mary, Mother of God - The feast is a celebration of Mary’s motherhood of Jesus.  

May 14 – Solemnity of the Ascension - The Feast of the Ascension is the fortieth day after Easter Sunday, which 

commemorates the Ascension of Christ into heaven.  

August 15 – Solemnity of the Assumption of the Blessed Virgin Mary - This significant feast day recalls the spiritual and 

physical departure of the mother of Jesus Christ from the earth, when both her soul and her body were taken into the 

presence of God.
