O my people, I will open your graves and have you rise from them and bring you back to the land of Israel. 

I have been thinking of Eddie a lot lately. He has even entered my dreams on a more frequent basis. We met in our 

freshman year of college, became roommates, and remained best friends for over 34 years. After a few years of 

health challenges uncommon to people our age, Eddie suddenly passed away. Even though he had his job and his 

family and I was living the active ministry of a priest, we connected continually throughout the week via text 

messages and phone calls. Suddenly that connection was no longer there. He passed away in November of 2020 

while the Covid pandemic was still very much a preoccupation. Within a few short months, I was made aware of 

my assignment here to St. Rose, and I became immersed in this new life.  I was deeply saddened by his death, but 

with the passing of time, I seemed to miss him less. Why then, all of a sudden, am I thinking about him again? Why 

is that feeling of sorrow renewed? After more than five years, I unexpectedly have a longing for him to come back. 
The sorrow we feel when a loved one dies is different than the sorrow we contend with years later. We may have 

accepted the reality that they are no longer part of our daily life, but the space created by their absence is never 

quite filled. This is the life of those who are widowed and anyone who has lost a child, a parent, a sibling, or a best 

friend. We want the Lord to bring them back.  
Our Christian faith, however, calls us to live differently. The words of the prophet Ezekiel are not about bringing 

the dead back to us, but bringing us - to eternal life - bringing us out of the finite world to live eternally with the 

Lord and the great cloud of witnesses that have gone before us.  
I can remember as a child being scared by the idea of heaven because I could not grasp what eternity was.  I could 

not wrap my mind around what it meant to experience something that never ended.  What I have come to realize 

though is that I have experienced moments of joy and contentment that I wished would not end.  In our imperfect 

humanity we have accepted the concept that “all good things must come to an end.”  However, our faith offers us 

something different, a goodness that never ends.  What that feels like I do not know.  I do know that I will die, and I 

know that Jesus Christ is the resurrection and the life. What I long for is more than a restoration of what I knew, but 

instead a reunion with the faithfully departed and the Lord in a way that is beyond my imagination.  
We pray for those who have gone before us, and we live our lives today in the pursuit of holiness and divine mercy.
